Location: The West Ridge Farm is located approximately 6 miles north of Lepanto, 

Arkansas on Highway 140. The farm is approximately 35 miles west of 

Memphis, Tn. 

 

Acreage: West Ridge farm has 472.9 acres of Farmland and 439.6 acres of 

Cropland.   

 

Bases-Payments: West Ridge Farm has 317.7 acres of Cotton base, 10.6 acres of Wheat
